INTRODUCTION

This prospectus gives a picture of what Kingsbury has to offer. In particular, the following
points are important:

e Specialist School Designation.

e We have 623

e students, so the school is large enough to provide a wide range of courses up to
GCSE or equivalent level, yet small enough to have a secure, personal
atmosphere. Staff know their students well.

e Good links with the primary schools, both those in our immediate area, and
those for the increasing number of students who join us from outside our
priority area, help to achieve continuity in teaching when students transfer to
us. Considerable care is taken to settle new students into the school and to
monitor their progress.

e Links with providers of Post 16 education and training ensure progression when
our young people move on to the next stage of their development. We have
close ties with North Warwickshire and Hinckley College, Tamworth College and
King Edward VI College. Some of our Year 10 and 11 pupils are involved in
courses which are delivered in partnership with the colleges.

e The school has a strong academic emphasis and public examination results both
at Key Stage 3 and GCSE are consistently good. There is real achievement in a
wide range of activities.

e There are a wide range of extra curricular activities on offer as we believe a
good education involves providing a wealth of opportunities for our students.

o Discipline is firm but fair, and uniform is worn by all students. We expect
everyone in the school to show self respect and respect for others.

e We have first class links with local employers and providers of post 16
education. Our record of sending students on to further education is excellent.

e School is seen as a partnership between governors, teachers, students and
parents. We encourage good communication between school and home - parents
are always welcome to visit the school. We do appreciate it, however, if you
make an appointment so that we can ensure someone is available to meet you.

e Kingsbury School is an important part of the local community.

e Kingsbury School believes that every child matters and is committed to safeguarding
all children in accordance with the provision of the Children Act 2004.



COLLECTIVE WORSHIP

The school aims to provide a daily act of collective worship either through assemblies
or during tutor time. These are broadly Christian in character. Parents have the right
to withdraw their son/daughter should they so wish. Parents wishing to withdraw their
children are asked to discuss this with the Headteacher prior to admission to the
school.

ADMISSIONS

"Open Evening" is on Thursday, October 8%

An *Open Evening® is held in the school each year and parents, children and local people are
welcomed to the school. We are happy to arrange visits for parents who would like further
information about the school or who would like to see the school whilst in session.

In the Summer Term a day’s visit to the school is organised for the new students and a
special parents’ evening is arranged every year for the parents of the new intake.

New students have a carefully planned induction programme and they are given a booklet of
essential information before they arrive.

Our admission number is 126. Last year over 200 requested a place at Kingsbury. Many
families went to appeal to try and secure a place here for their child.

The closing date for applications for admission in September 2009 is 23" October 2009

ADMISSIONS PoLICY

IT there are more requests for places than there are places available, children will be
accepted in the following order of priority, as set out by Warwickshire County Council.

1. Children in the care of, or provided with accommodation by, a local authority (under
Section 22 of the Children Act 1989).

2. Children living in the priority area given in the booklet who will have a brother or
sister at the school at the time of admission.

3. Other pupils living in the priority area given in the booklet.

4. Children living outside the priority area who will have a brother or sister at the school
at the time of admission.

5. Other children living outside the priority area.

Within these criteria first priority is given in order of distance between the child's home and
school (shortest distance = highest priority). Distance will be calculated by the straight line
measurement from the applicant's home address location to the centre point (“centroid”) of
the preferred school. (All measurements are subject to prepositional accuracy changes).
This applies equally to those living inside and outside the County’s boundary.



ORGANISATION

YEAR AND CLASS GROUPINGS

Two important aspects of school life are the academic and the social. Students are grouped
into tutor groups and teaching groups.

The Tutor Group

Their tutor group is a mixture of students from different primary schools and abilities.
Tutors are with their groups for registration and assemblies. Communications concerning
your child should normally be sent to her/his tutor.

Each year group has a Year Team Leader, who is responsible for the tutors and who, with
them, looks after the day to day needs of students and takes an overview of progress in
learning.

Tutor groups in Year 7 are allocated a Teaching Assistant to support their transition and
ensure a happy, motivated and well supported start to their school careers.

The School also has a Senior Pastoral Co-ordinator, Mrs Price, Assistant Headteacher, who
has overall responsibility for Pastoral Care in the school.

The Teaching Group

Teaching groups are usually arranged to suit particular abilities. In Years 7, 8 & 9 students
will be taught mainly in mixed ability groups. In core subjects, some setting takes place. All
groups are mixed ability for the first half term of Year 7.

LOWER SCHOOL

Currently in YEAR 7 all students will take the same general course which consists of:

English / Mathematics / French / Music / Science / Religious Education / Physical Education /
Drama / Art / Personal, Social and Health Education & Citizenship / Geography / History /
Information Communication Technology / Design & Technology: Food & Textiles /

Design & Technology: Resistant Materials/Learning to Learn.

In years 8 & 9 students continue with the same courses.

We are committed during the course of 2008 - 2010 to reviewing our curriculum structure to
ensure that not only do students study those courses above but do so in an active and
engaging manner. Some Year 9 pupils may therefore be able to take GCSEs earlier than years
10 and 11.



UPPER SCHOOL (Years 10 and 11)
In the Spring Term of Year 9, students choose their preferences for Upper School courses.
Their choice is based on:

CURRICULUM
Religious Education & Collective Worship

We aim to provide a daily act of collective worship through assemblies or during tutor time.
These are broadly Christian in character but in line with Government Policy parents may
request that their child be withdrawn from Religious Education if they so wish.

Our Religious Education programme follows the Warwickshire Agreed Syllabus. At Key Stage
Three the students learn about the six main faiths, a key focus being Christianity.

At Key Stage Four students follow a GCSE in Religious Studies and Citizenship.

Parents wishing to withdraw their son / daughter from these lessons should discuss this with
the Headteacher before the admission of their child to the school.

Sex Education

Sex Education is taught in appropriate contexts and at suitable times during a student’s
school life. The biology of reproduction is taught by science staff towards the end of Year 7.

Students are prepared for the changes which take place in adolescence and this is supported
by work on relationships in the Personal, Social and Health Education Course and in RE. We
encourage students to develop responsible attitudes to life and to each other, which will lead
to stable relationships in adult life.

Parents may obtain further details of the agreed Sex Education Policy by contacting the
school. Parents also have the right to request that their child be withdrawn from the non-
national curriculum components of Sex Education lessons.

Citizenship

All students undertake an active citizenship programme, consisting of six specific days
across the school year. The focus of the days is to provide a hands on practical approach,
using a variety of media to prepare students for the world outside the school environment.

Students will experience social, moral, economic and personal experiences which will enable
them to take the wider issues of being a responsible citizen in the modern world.

Within Citizenship there is provision of careers education with support from the Connexions
Officer. Careers advice is particularly relevant in Year 9 as students make their option
choices. As part of the Year 9 programme there will be opportunity to undertake university
trips.



Learning Support

At some time in their school life most young people need some kind of extra support whether
they are very gifted or whether they have some difficulty with school work. Kingsbury
School works closely with all of its partner schools to make sure provision is tailored to
individual needs, ensuring successful transition when arriving in Year 7 or leaving Year 11.

The support offered at Kingsbury School is delivered by a team of experienced teaching
assistants. However, the school also welcomes specialist interventions from agencies such as
LABSS (Learning and Behavioural Support Services) and 1DS (Integrated Disability Service).
Learning Support is seen by all curriculum teams as a shared responsibility that is the
entitlement of all students.

Physical Education

Kingsbury School has good playing fields, a well-equipped gymnasium, a fitness centre and use
of Kingsbury Sports Hall and Pool. Physical Education is an important part of the national
curriculum and all students are expected to take part. After PE students are advised to
shower.

Notes from parents are required for every absence from PE due to illness.

All major summer and winter sports are played and inter-school matches take place after
school. Parents are asked to encourage an interest in school games and are very welcome at
matches. The school has an excellent reputation for sport and has achieved team and
individual success locally, winning a number of league cups and having County players in
football and netball. Enrichment activities have included judo, boxing, ice skating, golf,
bowling and skiing.

The PE Department aims to provide a PE Syllabus which follows National Curriculum
guidelines and a GCSE examination course at KS4. Our aim is to promote a competitive
approach to sport whilst ensuring fairness, sportsmanship and an all round co-operative spirit
in all our pupils.
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All students are expected to do homework throughout their school lives. It provides an
opportunity for students to widen their knowledge, extend reading, engage in independent
work and practise skills. Homework has a huge impact on students’ achievement. A wide
range of tasks are set for homework; for instance, reading, writing, listening, research,
learning and talking.

Students are provided with student planners in which they record homework each day.
Parents are asked to inspect and sign the book each week. The planners are also checked and
signed by Form Tutors.

We ask parents to support the school in seeing that homework is done. In particular you can
help by:
e providing, if possible, a quiet place where homework can be completed without
distractions
e encouraging the habit of doing homework at a set time each evening before other
activities
e checking that homework has been set and reminding your child that it needs to be
done
o offering help and support if you can and contacting the school if you have any query
about homework (please ask to speak to the subject teacher or Curriculum Team
Leader).

Individual Music Tuition a
Students receive support from peripatetic staff who regularly visit the school. Extra tuition

is available on a number of instruments. Please contact the school for details of fees.

EXAMINATIONS, ASSESSMENTS and REPORTS

The progress of students is carefully monitored throughout the year in the following ways:

e Through the continuous assessment of classwork and homework.

o Interim assessments are made on all students in all subjects throughout the year.

e Pupils attitude to learning is also monitored.

e There will be 3 opportunities for formal assessment in all subjects for all students
in Key Stage 3.

e National Curriculum assessment takes place.

e Year 10 students have formal examinations in the summer term

e Year 11 students have college entrance examinations (‘'mocks GCSEs’) and all are
entered for public examinations in Year 11. There are also modular examinations in
some subjects.

e Year 10 and 11 students can expect to have to undertake coursework at various
times during KS4.



An annual Record of Achievement is completed for each student. The document received by
parents includes teachers® subject reports and records other aspects of individual
achievement.

We believe in close consultation with parents. Parents® evenings are held throughout your
child’s time at the school.

In addition, interim reports on pupils’ effort are sent home for all students at regular
intervals for both Key Stage 3 and Key Stage 4. Parents of Year 10 and Year 11 students are
also informed of the GCSE target grades in the Autumn Term. Parents of Year 8 and Year 9
students are informed of the target levels for the end of Key Stage 3.

Every effort is made to assess student progress accurately and positively. The school
welcomes parental interest and involvement - not only when problems arise but also when
praise for achievement and effort are deserved.

Our most recent examination results and National Curriculum assessment tests are listed in
Appendix 2 and Appendix 3.

BEHAVIOUR AND DISCIPLINE

The School Governors have a clear behaviour policy:

o all users of the school should show consideration and care for each other.

. that there should be mutual respect between all groups of users of the school.

. that consideration should be shown by all users for the school and its environs.

. that all members of the school should have due regard for the rules of the school.

Discipline at Kingsbury School is traditional and straight forward, being firm and fair. It is
based on the belief that most students want to do well and want to behave and that
consequently encouragement is more effective than sanctions. To this end we seek to
motivate and work students hard, whilst making school exciting, challenging and interesting.
Students are praised for good work, noteworthy effort, helpfulness and responsible
behaviour. We encourage students to develop self-discipline, a sense of responsibility and a
positive self-image.

Specific details of the schools rewards and sanctions policy can be obtained from school
either at a small cost for photocopying or available to read in school.




PERSONAL PROPERTY

o Dangerous or valuable items eg mobile phones or personal stereos must not be
brought into school. Mobile phones are not needed during the school day, when
the focus is on teaching and learning. We do understand that there may be an
occasional need for a pupil to have a phone at the end of the school day. 1f
parents write a note on such a day we will look after the phone for that day and
it can be collected from the school office at 3.00pm

o Smoking is not permitted

EXTRA-CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

We are proud of the wide range of extra-curricular activities we offer for students, not only
during weekdays but also at weekends and in the school holidays. All students are encouraged
to take part.

CHARITIES

Each year the school raises money for a range of charities including Christian Aid, Children in
Need, Birmingham Children’s Hospital, Guide Dogs for the Blind, British Heart Foundation and
Breast Cancer.

ATTENDANCE & PUNCTUALITY

It is a legal requirement that your child attends school between the ages of 5-16. Regular
attendance at school is vitally important if your child is to make progress and fulfil his/her
potential. 1f a students attendance falls below 80% we are obliged to refer the student to
our Educational Social Worker.

However, if your child is ill and absent from school then parents are asked to take the
following action:
e inform the school straight away by writing or telephoning.
o if he/she is going to be away for some time then please arrange for work to be
brought home.
e on returning, your child should bring a dated note from you to the form tutor.
o medical and dental appointments should be out of school time where possible,



e Students cannot be allowed out of school without a written request from
parents, or the production of an appointment card.

o Family holidays during term time have a significant impact on attainment
and progress and are discouraged.

e students must be punctual to registration and lessons.

The school keeps detailed records of student attendance and lateness and will always follow
up unacceptable levels of absence.

COMMUNICATIONS

Kingsbury School firmly believes in the joint responsibility of parents and teachers in
enabling children to get the most out of their education. Whenever parents want to discuss
matters affecting their children it can easily be arranged. Please phone to make an
appointment.

You will also receive regular invitations to visit the school. These include:

SCHOOL FUND

CHARGES POLICY

Charges will be made for any activity which takes place out of school hours unless it forms
part of the syllabus of an examination or is a requirement in connection with the National
Curriculum. Charges will be made for the board and lodging element of any activity, even if it
is deemed to take place mainly within school hours.

No charges will normally be made for materials to be used in the course of lessons or the
cost of transport in connection with an activity, which takes place within school hours and
arises out of the curriculum.

For activities where charges may be made, voluntary contributions will be invited from
parents. Students will not be prevented from taking part in the activity if parents do not
make a contribution, but if the activity cannot be funded without voluntary contributions, the
school reserves the right to cancel the activity.

The school reserves the right to recover entry fees for public examinations if a candidate
fails to meet the requirements of the examination.

The schools charges policy covers damage/loss to property. A charge may be levied in
respect of wilful damage in certain prescribed circumstances.

COMPLAINTS

We hope that your child's life at Kingsbury will be a successful and rewarding time. We
always hope to achieve and maintain high standards.

3 MAKEUP

Years 7, 8,9 & 10 No makeup may be worn.
Year 11 Discreet makeup only is permitted

NB Discreet makeup is almost unnoticeable. The school reserves the right to decide
whether any individual's use of makeup is acceptable.

4 CLOTHING
A number of items of clothing and styles are not allowed.

e  Trainers must only be worn for PE
Boots are not permitted.
No badges, patches or mottoes may be worn, except for the school logo and
badges of office within school eg Prefects badge.

. Extreme or "cult® hairstyles are not allowed.

. Boys’ shirts must be worn tucked in.

. No denim, corduroy or leather may be worn.

Girls’ Trousers
Girls’ trousers must be smart, of standard cut and in a plain tailored style. Students may not
wear leggings, jeans, tracksuit bottoms, stretch fabrics or shiny fabrics.

PE Clothing (all items of PE clothing including trainers must be named)
It is important that students have with them a complete change of underwear and footwear
on days when they have PE lessons.

Items of jewellery and wrist watches should not be worn in PE, Games and Swimming lessons.

Aerosol sprays must not be used in school, however, students are encouraged to bring roll-on
or stick deodorants for personal use.

ATTENDANCE DATA

Students damage their education and progress if they stay off school. Many absences are
‘authorised’ by school - for genuine illness, serious family matters, school visits and for
medical appointments which cannot be arranged out of school hours. Unauthorised absences
are truancy - when the school has not given permission for the child to be away. The
2008/2009 figures for this school are given below. They are low - and involve only one or two
children in any year group. All absences are checked, followed up and action taken if truancy
is discovered. Usually, truants are caught quickly, having had one absence. Some young
people have difficulties with attendance - the Educational Social Worker is then involved in
ensuring their attendance.
